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On Wednesday last a magisterial inquiry was held on the body of William Chamberlain who 

was unfortunately killed on the afternoon of Tuesday, by the falling of a drive in which he 

was working in Scotchman’s Gully. 

A verdict of accidental death was returned.  

The deceased boy was the eldest of a large family, and the main support of his mother.
